On the one hand, the Name of the Partner, member of the European Masters on Software Enginering Consortium (hereafter referred to as THE PARTNER), represented by  Title Name Surname
and

On the other hand, Taufan Harsilo Ardhinata,  Indonesian, with passport/ID number A0646905
(hereafter referred to as THE STUDENT)
HAVE AGREED on the following conditions:
I. PRELIMINARIES
1. This agreement stipulates the conditions for the grant that THE STUDENT is to receive to participate to the European Master Course in Software Enginering. 
2. The grant paid to THE STUDENT has a one-year duration. It amounts to 12,000 EUR in total, divided into a lump sum of 1,000 EUR to cover travelling and other expenses, and a variable amount of 11,000 EUR, which will be drawn as regular payments. 
3. After the admission to the program, The STUDENT pays in advance 380 EUR for pro-enrolment to the EMSE program.
II. REGULATORY FRAMEWORK
4. THE STUDENT formally enrolls in the European Master on Software Engineering (hereafter referred to as EMSE).

5. The tuition fee amounts to 3,800 EUR per year. The tuition fee is due every year of the two-year EMSE course.
6. The Tuition fee is withdrawn from the total grant at the student enrolment.

7. The laws of the GERMANY in conjunction with THE CONSORTIUM’s regulations
 shall be applicable to any points not considered herein (for example, student’s rights and duties, programme continuity, fees for certificate issuance, etc.).
III. DRAWING THE GRANT

8. THE STUDENT shall receive the grant in accordance with the following schedule:

a. After this agreement has been signed, THE STUDENT shall receive a lump sum of 1,000 EUR and eventually any advanced payment paid by THE STUDENT for the pre-enrolment. For this purpose, THE STUDENT shall have informed THE PARTNER of the details of a bank account opened in his or her name in the European country where he or she is taking the EMSE. THE STUDENT is responsible for supplying the correct details as and when required.

b. The other payments shall be drawn as 10 monthly payments, from October to July. The payments shall be made in compliance with the usual practice of the THE PARTNER. THE STUDENT shall receive 7,200 / 10 = 720.00 EUR in each monthly payment. If, for any reason, a payment cannot be made, the respective arrears shall be due in the following payment.

IV. SUSPENSION OF THE GRANT

9. THE PARTNER shall be entitled to suspend the monthly payments under the following circumstances:

a. Failure to regularly attend classes

b. Insufficient proficiency

c. The subjects taken by THE STUDENT do not match the EMSE study plan.

10. THE PARTNER shall develop specific guidelines detailing the circumstances stated in article 9.

V. TERMINATION OF THE GRANT

11. In the event that the circumstances stipulated in section IV continue over a prolonged period of time, THE PARTNER shall consider the grant to be terminated and no further payments shall be made to THE STUDENT.  

12. THE STUDENT shall be entitled to voluntarily terminate the grant at any time. To do so, he or she shall have to notify THE PARTNER in writing. 

13. In the event of arts. 11 and 12, THE STUDENT shall be responsible for any legal penalties deriving from the termination of the grant.

14. In any case, the grant shall terminate at the end of one academic years after signature of this agreement, irrespective of any other circumstance.
VI. TUITION FEE 
15. The tuition fee for the local university  shall be paid by THE PARTNER on top of the payments of art.8. 

16. THE STUDENT authorizes THE PARTNER’s officials to act on her/his behalf in all administrative actions related to EMSE.
VII. FINAL PROVISION
17. THE STUDENT authorizes PARTNER’s officials to act on her/his behalf in all administrative actions related to EMSE.
